Monday, March 28th, 2016
Minutes
	The Chalmers Town Council met in a regular session on Monday, march 28th, 2016 at 7:00PM in the Chalmers Town Hall. Present were council members Marcus King, Clark Gick, Pat Pool, Herb Chamberlain, and David Kurth. Present were Town manager Faith Willoughby, Utility superintendent Jeff Haynes. Not present were town engineer Ken Smith, town attorney Rebecca Trent, and town marshal Gary Adams. CP King called the meeting to order, then led all in the Pledge of Allegiance. Council read the minutes from council meetings of November 9th and December 14th, 2015 as well as the last general meeting on March 14th, 2016. CM Gick made a motion to approve the minutes, CM Chamberlain seconded the motion. Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.  
	CT Resnick discussed the net metering issue and some of the pros/cons with it. Information is available regarding both side. The council will look at information on their own and discuss more at the next meeting.
	CP King and CT Resnick asked the council to continue looking at needs and wants for the town to be included in the 2017 Budget. CT Resnick informed the council of the upcoming IACT Budget Workshop and will email date for classes to all to review and decide if they want to attend. 
	CM Pool asked about the deteriorating catch basin on the corner of W. Chestnut and Hwy 43. It is full of muck but according to Jeff Haynes, it is the state’s concern. 
	TM Willoughby from TE Smith the smoke test will be started soon and he will take care of it all. He will update the council on the flow meter later.
	TM Willoughby asked the council for a date/time to show the State’s Power Point Presentation regarding the Internal Audit Policy that everyone needs to watch and sign off. Time is set up for April 4th at 7:00 pm at the Town Hall.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	The towns attorney handling the pole damage situation with Tip Top Farms received a letter stating Mr. Brown has changed his mind about settling and wants more information from everyone and seems eager to continue a fight about the whole situation. 	TM Willoughby informed the council that more estimates are being taken by Jeff Haynes for the street repair work and will update at next council meeting as well as for the park resurfacing estimates. Faith updated the council on Jeff’s fall and Jeff was asked questions about his health. The council was shown the last medical report. Jeff stated his nurse cancelled all the doctor appointments and has set up new appointments. 
	TM Willoughby asked the council what the policy is for bereavement and the council paid it was to be paid. Faith will ask Becky to add this to the personnel policy. Becky is also adding in “cell phone” usage to the personnel policy. 
	TM Willoughby showed the council her labor allotment study and she will present it at the 2nd council meeting of the month. 
Snow removal policy-council asked the following question: should this policy be a stand along policy or added to make a snow and debris policy? 
	Legacy Project was discussed by CP King and CM Kurth. CP King is in contact with a representative of the local wind farm and they are very interested in participating. The suggestion has come up to add a small mock wind turbine at the park. Cm Kurth updated the council on the festivities for the project. Faith showed the council a map of the torch route around the state. 
	Street work will be discussed at the next meeting.
	CT Resnick notified the council he will have a full cash flow and delinquency report at the first meeting of the month so as to have an accounting of utility and delinquency after the prior month has ended. Bank account and claims every meeting. 
	Time cards were reviewed with no issues.
	CM Kurth thanked Tm Willoughby for making the last park board meeting after taking care of her family situation. CM Kurth updated the council on the BFA and their upcoming walk/run. Fire chief and town marshal will be assisting at the event. BFA is looking at another walk/run in the fall and then yearly in 2017. Light poles are up in the park and looking good. 
No police report.
	Claims were submitted. Motion from CVP Gick to approve the claims for 20,070.56. Seconded by CM Kurth. Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.
	Motion to adjourn the meeting by CM Pool, seconded by CM Kurth and motion carried by a vote of 5-0. Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
