Chalmers Town Council Meeting
Monday, February 22nd, 2016
Minutes


The Chalmers Town Council met in a regular session on Monday, February 22nd, 2016 at 7:00PM in the Chalmers Town Hall. Present were council members Marcus King, Clark Gick, David Kurth, Pat Pool, Herb Chamberlin, Town Manager Faith Willoughby and Town Marshal Gary Adams. Absent were Jeff Haynes, Rebecca Trent, and Ken Smith. CP King called the meeting to order, then led all in the Pledge of Allegiance. Council read the minutes from the last general meeting. CM Pool made a motion to approve with the correction “Davis changed to David”, CM Kurth seconded the motion. Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.  
Laura Rogers of Business Professionals of America was introduced to the council to discuss the upcoming “First Annual BPA Color Fun Walk/Run” on April 30, 2016 and their desire to use the Chalmers Park for the event. Discussion included use of the park, total area required between the park and the high school, how traffic was to be controlled. Ms. Rogers will update the council with additional details requested. Town Marshal Adams will handle traffic/crowd issues and bring in others to assist. Faith will look at getting a “25MPH” sign to have put up on 8th St.  
CT Resnick discussed the running of the office and any issues he has had. Council was updated on the upcoming CT Academy at Ball State March 6-10.
TM Willoughby updated the council in the status of the flow meter install by EJP by TE Smith. TM showed the time cards to the council.
CP King wants our current snow removal policy looked at and updated as needed. CVP Gick is looking in the this and found a comprehensive ordinance from the Town of Barrington. It is highly suggested we update the ordinance and he has started the process.
TM Willoughby is currently getting an updated ordinance policy list for CM Pool, Kurth, & Chamberlin.  
TM Willoughby updated the council on the net metering policy and IMPA’s requirement we have one. The council requests more information on this requirement from Ken, Rebecca, and IMPA. Council was also updated on the demand letter sent regarding the Pole Damage issue. 
Council asked Faith to review and update the council on the labor study. CP King requests Faith enter Jeff’s report into her spreadsheet for ease of reading. Faith went over her town report with the council. 
The council has given Ken the approval to apply for both the Arrow Head and Operation Round Up grants. 
CM Gick will attend the IMPA meeting for Faith.
TM Willoughby presented the Capital Asset Policy to the council for adaption. CM Gick made a motion to approve. CM Pool second the motion. Motion carried by a vote of 5-0.
