      The Chalmers Town Council met in regular session on Monday, May 23rd, 2016 at 7:00 pm in the Chalmers Town Hall. Present were Council President Marcus King, VP Clark Gick, Councilmen David Kurth, Pat Pool, and Herb Chamberlain. Present were Town Manager Faith Willoughby. Absent were TA Rebecca Trent, TE Ken Smith, TM Gary Adams, and Utility Superintendent Jeff Haynes. CP King called the meeting to order, then led all in The Pledge of Allegiance. Council read minutes from May 9th, 2016. VP Gick made motion to approve the minutes, CM Chamberlain seconded the motion. Motion carried by a vote 5-0. 
	Guests Matt Swisher and Ben Christiansen from Utility Supply co. were introduced to the council to discuss upgrading our water meters to the Automatic Meter Reading system. Matt informed the council of what his company does and Ben showed the council the parts involved with the install on our current meters along with providing a quote. A quote will need to be supplied from Keystone for the Transfer File Software.

	CT Report: council updated on current finances, bank accounts, CD’s. New “Utility Bank Account” has been opened. Council requests last regular CD stay in reserve for emergency use. Updated on resident’s delinquent status from last billing. A letter is to be written and send to Michaels of Chalmers regarding their billing status. 
	CP King would like an ordinance drafted instructing a resident come before the town council requesting an extension to pay their current utility bill. 
	Discussion was held on current finances and 2015 reconciliation in regards to filing the 2015 AFR and TIF reports.
	A motion was made by VP Gick to hire Charlene Brown to reconcile 2015 and assist clerk treasurer in reconciling first half of 2016, motioned seconded by CM Kurth, motion passed by a vote of 5-0. CP King will sign the contract.  
	A plan will be set up to repay the General Fund from the Utility Fund when the finances are in order.
	TM Willoughby will document Jeff Haynes dropping off of several CD’s from Debra Clawson to CT Resnick.
	TM Report: TM Willoughby showed the council her labor allotment report. Informed council of no new progress regarding Tip Top Farms. Council has approved TM Willoughby to cancel the credit cards. Council updated of the past weeks WW issues and TM is preparing to get her WW license in July. TM requests approval to take Max Eldridge to lunch as a Thank You for his help with the WW issues, ok by CP King.
