Chalmers Town Council Meeting
Monday April 25th, 2016
Minutes

      The Chalmers Town Council met in regular session on Monday, April 25th, 2016 at 7:00 pm in the Chalmers Town Hall. Present were Council President Marcus King, VP Clark Gick, Councilmen David Hurth, Pat Pool, and Herb Chamberlain. Present were Town Manager Faith Willoughby and Town Marshal Gary Adams. Missing were Utility Superintendent Jeff Haynes, Town Engineer Ken Smith, and Town Attorney Rebecca Trent. CP King called the meeting to order, then led all in The Pledge of Allegiance. Council read minutes from April 11th, 2016. VP Gick made motion to approve the minutes, CM Kurth seconded the motion. Motion Carried by a vote 5-0.
	Guest in attendance: Chad Reynolds, WW operator for the Town of Wolcott. TM Willoughby introduced Mr. Reynolds who then told the council about himself and his qualifications as a WW operator. Council members asked questions of Mr. Reynolds and TM Willoughby then read a prepared contract proposal and made a request of the council to hire Mr. Reynolds at a reduced rate over K&R Waters. It was noted that Faith’s apprenticeship would continue under Mr. Reynolds.
	Motion was made by VP Gick to hire Mr. Reynolds as the new WW operator, CM Pool seconded the motion, motion carried by a vote of 5-0.

	The following policies were brought before the council for adaption: 
	Motion to approve a Snow and Ice Removal policy by CM Kurth, seconded by CM Pool, motioned carried by a vote of 5-0.
Motion to approve a Dishonorable Checks Policy VP Gick, seconded by CM Kurth, carried by a vote of 5-0.
CT Resnick and TM Willoughby brought to the council an updated White County Zoning Ordinance # 47 and a request to adapt this ordinance in Chalmers. After discussion, CM Kurth motioned to adapt the ordinance, VP Gick seconded the motion, motion carried by a vote of 5-0.

	TM Willoughby gave TE Smiths report: update on the REMC Round Up Grant for park electricity, metering still in progress & smoke test to start when died out, a request is made to repair a pipeline at the corner of HWY 43 and Chestnut St. with further details/quote for repair to come, and WIFI has been completed. 
	TM Willoughby informed the council that the Marque Policy is still in the works by TA Trent. Council updated on upcoming legal action regarding TipTop Farms. 
	TM Willoughby’s Town Managers report: A slideshow of the “15 Minutes” was shown, Jeff Haynes report was given, pictures were shown to the council by Faith and Clark regarding a large fire at a residence home and a question was raised: should the town adapt an ordinance to charge for fire department services! After a short discussion, a closer look at the burn and nuisance ordinance is needed.
	A discussion was held regarding Jeff Haynes medical restrictions and his lack of following to the letter of those restrictions. CP King suggested and motioned for a 1-week suspension starting immediately, seconded by VP Gick, motioned carried by a vote of 5-0.
	Tm Willoughby will be looking at all the bids received for street work, will update the council at the next meeting on the new temp employee’s performance, and her quarterly allotment study was submitted. 
	Andy Funk has bought building/lots in the downtown area and plans to build a behind the Legion. Remodeling wills start shortly and he has made a request: would the town be willing to add 2 new water meters for the duplex? Faith told him it would be mentioned to the council and more discussion will be had at a later date.
	A few complaints have come to Faith regarding the INDOT construction trailer on the corner of HWY 43 and Main St. Visibility is reduced along HWY 43 and concerns of accidents were brought up. Faith talked with Joe Rogers and Joe said construction trailers are exempt and all we can do it ask INDOT to move them back. Faith will talk with INDOT. 
	Bicentennial Report: Nothing to report at this meeting. 
	Time cards were reviewed with no comments made.
	Police Report: TM Adams reported that vandals spray painted the softball field at Frontier High School. TM Adams made a request for a new vest in the near future. 
	TM Willoughby and TM Adams say all is good to go for the BPA Color Run this Saturday. 
 	CT Resnick CT Report: A trash issue has been reported at 115 N. 1st. St, Mr. Swain reported an error on his utility bill (it has been fixed and Mr. Swain updated), CT is having Century Link look into possible double billing of some features. 
	Claims: Motion by VP Gick to accept claims totaling:  seconded by CM Kurth, motioned carried by a vote of 5-0.
	An executive meeting is scheduled for May 2nd, 2016 at 7:00PM at the Town Hall to discuss employee performance and budget processes.
	Cm Pool made a motion to adjourn the meeting, VP Gick seconded, motioned carried by a vote of 5-0 at 8:52pm.
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
